The Arizona BMW Z Series Club
Bisbee Trip

January 29-30, 2005

The meeting point for the Phoenix contingent is the Wendy’s Restaurant located just west of I-10 on Chandler Road.  Assembly time is 7:45am, Satuday, 1/29/05, with a scheduled departure at 8am.  The first part of the trip is tightly scheduled to honor a commitment for lunch in Sonoita.  Please arrive with a full tank of fuel and your Club radio tuned to Ch. 3.

After leaving Wendy’s, proceed to I-10 east.  We will travel approx. 109 miles to exit #269, Wilmot Road.  When transiting downtown Tucson be sure to follow the signs for I-10 and do not exit on southbound I-19.  As you exit at Wilmot Road, go left under the freeway to the Chevron station where we will have 20 minutes for fuel and a bladder break.

After leaving the Chevron we will go back under I-10 and resume travel eastbound for 12 miles to Hwy 83 southbound (right exit).  Be careful exiting as there is a yield sign shortly after exiting.  Please also be aware that when your tripmeister scouted this route there was heavy traffic enforcement both on I-10 and several miles down Hwy 83.
We will travel about 24 miles down Hwy 83 to the town of Sonoita and a stop sign at the intersection of Hwy 82.  Be aware that Hwy 82 traffic does not stop.  Turn left on Hwy 82 and proceed about 1/2 mile to the Sonoita Café.  There are several groups of buildings along the left side of the road and the Café is in the 2nd to last before leaving town.  It is just past an abandoned gas station.  Do not confuse the Sonoita Café with the Sonoita Wine Country Café.  Guess they are short of names in that part of Arizona.
After lunch, there will be up to four separate choices:  direct to Bisbee;

direct to Tombstone, then to Bisbee; stop at the wineries, then Tombstone, then Bisbee; stop at the wineries, then direct to Bisbee.  The directions for each are as follows;

Direct to Bisbee –
From Tombstone or the junction of Hwy 80 and Hwy 82, follow Hwy 80 south.  After passing through the Mule Pass Tunnel proceed past the first exit (stay on 80) and begin watching for signs to Old Bisbee.  Take the exit to the right and keep to the right.  Make note of where the parking lot is for the Queen Mine tour.  The exit will loop back under Hwy 80 and will come up to a stop sign at Main St.  Turn left and go past OK Street to Brewery.  This is a very short distance.  Turn right on Brewery and then make an almost immediate left onto Howell.  You cannot continue on Brewery as it becomes one-way against you after the first block.

After you turn left on Howell you will pass directly in front of the Copper Queen on your right.  You could stop and offload luggage.  

To find parking continue on past the hotel.  You will see the YMCA building and right after passing that there is a parking lot a little to your left.  If you can find a spot there, take it.  Otherwise you will need to seek out a spot on adjacent streets or in more remote lots.
Tombstone & Bisbee –

Left on Hwy 82 (eastbound) out of the restaurant parking lot and go 35 miles to Hwy 80.  Turn right on Hwy 80 and go a couple of miles into Tombstone.  When leaving Tombstone resume southbound travel on Hwy 80 to Bisbee.  Follow the signs to the center of town.  The Copper Queen Hotel is the large, well-marked building ahead of you as you enter town.
The wineries, Tombstone and Bisbee -
Left onto Hwy 82 (eastbound) out of the restaurant parking lot and go about 8 miles to the Elgin Road turnoff.  There is only one sign indicating Elgin so be alert.  It is a right turn and then about 4.5 miles to Elgin.  As you enter the “town” you will need to cross a one-lane bridge.  Remember the bridge as you will need to retrace your steps to return to Hwy 82. 
To get to Tombstone from Elgin, retrace your route on Upper Elgin Road to Hwy 82, turn right (eastbound) and go 27 miles to Hwy 80.  Turn right on Hwy 80 and go a couple of miles into Tombstone.  When leaving Tombstone resume southbound travel on Hwy 80 to Bisbee.  Follow the signs to the center of town.  The Copper Queen Hotel is the large, well-marked building ahead of you as you enter town.

The Wineries, then direct to Bisbee –

Left onto Hwy 82 (eastbound) out of the restaurant parking lot and go about 8 miles to the Elgin Road turnoff.  There is only one sign indicating Elgin so be alert.  It is a right turn and then about 4.5 miles to Elgin.  As you enter the “town” you will need to cross a one-lane bridge.  Remember the bridge as you will need to retrace your steps to return to Hwy 82. 
To get to Tombstone from Elgin, retrace your route on Upper Elgin Road to Hwy 82, turn right (eastbound) and go about 11 miles to Hwy 90.  Turn right (south) on Hwy 90 and follow it through Huachuca City and Sierra Vista for about 28 miles to where it dead-ends into Hwy 80.  Go right on Hwy 80 for about 10 miles into Bisbee.

Winery Information:

As you enter Elgin across the one-lane bridge, bear to the right.  The Village of Elgin Winery will be on your left just a short distance ahead.  

The Village of Elgin Winery is open 10-5 and offers four tastes for $1.  But you can’t get 8 tastes for $2 or 12 for $3.  They limit you to 4.  This is a good thing.  Maybe.
To get to Callaghan Vineyards, continue in the same direction you were going as you entered Elgin.  The Winery will be on your right about a mile or so out of Elgin.  The winery is open only until 3pm and charges $3 for tasting but you get to keep the glass.  The above website has a lot of good things to say about this Winery.  There is a short, unpaved driveway.
To get to Sonoita Vineyards from the Village of Elgin Winery, go back towards the one-lane bridge but do not cross it.  Instead, bear to the right and proceed south for 2.5 miles to the Winery.  We believe this Winery is open until 4pm.  Be advised that there is a long, unpaved driveway leading up to their hilltop location. 

To reach Hwy 82 after touring the wineries, go back over the one-lane bridge and go north on Upper Elgin Rd for about 4.5 miles.  You will be turning right (eastbound) on Hwy 82.
